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This thesis investigates the levels of five basic values exhibited by selected
high school students and provides comparisons of the levels of these five basic
values vis-a-vis the demographical characteristics of gender, familial status,
parental rearing, and academic achievement. |

The members of the sample population were randomly selected on the
basis of extrapolating from the table formulated by Krejcie and Morgan as a
research population size of 40,000 members requires a corresponding sample
population of 380 subjects. However, for the current investigation, the researcher
has selected 374 students as subjects.

The instrument of research was a questionnaire pertaining to five basic

values held by students at the high school level under the supervision of the
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office of the Basic Education Commission, the Ministry of Education, Bangkok
Metropolis, District 2.

To determine the reliability levels of the questionnaire and the various
aspects, the researcher made use of the alpha-coefficient method. In regard to
the aspects of self-reliance, diligence and responsibility, the reliability level was
found to be at 0.68. In respect to the aspect of thriftiness and savings, the reliability
level was seen to be at the level of 0.61, whereas the reliability level of the aspect
of self-discipline and obedience to the law was determined to be at 0.54. Furthermore,
the aspect of one’s actions conforming to the moral principles taught by religion
exhibited a reliability level of 0.65, while the aspect of evincing love for nation,
religion, and the monarchy was ascertained to display a reliability level of 0.74.

The techniques of descriptive statistics used in the analysis of the data
collected were frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation. ¢ test and
one-way analysis of variance (ANOVA) were techniques employed for testing
purposes. When differences were found to be at a statistically significant level,
Scheffe’s technique of paired comparison was utilized.

Findings are as follows:

1. The five basic values expressed by the students under study were
overall found to be at a high level.

2. Female students exhibited differences in the five basic values in the
aspects of self-reliance, diligence and responsibility, the aspect of self-discipline
and obedience to the law, the aspect of having one’s actions conform to the
moral principles taught by religion, and the aspect of evincing love for nation,

religion, and the monarchy at the statistically significant level of .05.
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3. Of the students under study, those whose academic achievement was
at a high level exhibited differences at the statistically significant level of .05
in five basic values as displayed in the aspect of self-reliance, diligence, and
responsibility, the aspect of thriftiness and savings, the aspect of self-discipline
and obedience to the law in juxtaposition to students whose academic achievement
was at a low level.

4. Students who differed in familial status failed to exhibit concomitant
differences in the five basic values in the aspect of self-reliance, diligence, and
responsibility, the aspect of self-discipline and obedience to the law, and the
aspect of love for nation, religion, and the monarchy. However, differences
were found in regard to the aspect of thriftiness and savings and the aspect of
conforming one’s actions to the moral principles taught by religion at the

statistically significant level of .05.
