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This thesis delineates (1) the demographical characteristics of selected
Bangkok Metropolis viewers of after-the-news television dramas as juxtaposed
to the levels of satisfaction they evince toward these dramas. Additionally
considered are (2) the exposure behaviors and the interest expressed in respect
to these television dramas. Finally, investigated are (3) the contents and
presentation techniques of these dramas.

The sample population consisted of 400 viewers of after-the-news
television dramas who reside in Bangkok Metropolis. The instrument of

research was a self-administered questionnaire.

Techniques of descriptive statistics used in the analysis of the data
obtained were frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation. Moreover,
for testing purposes, T-test, and one-way analysis of variance (ANOVA) Were
utilized. The technique of least significant difference (LSD) multiple comparison
was used in cases at which differences were found to be at a statistically
significant level.

Findirigs are as follows:

Most of the viewers under investigation were females who preferred
romantic and comedic dramas. They also preferred dramas presented on
Channel 3 because they were interested in the acting abilities of the leading
performers in dramas presented by this channel. They were additionally interested
in the costumes worn by male performers because the costumes were appropriate
to the roles they played. Furthermore, they displayed interest in the songs
accompanying action in the dramas because the content of the lyrics was easy
to remember and were always of contextual interest to the viewers.

The majority of the subjects were of the opinion that the content of the
dramas should be improved through the provision of more informational content.
They held that these television dramas were geared to mere entertainment
without attention being paid to the obligation of providing informational
content. The majority of the subjects thought that these television dramas
should have contents which were more varied to the end of appealing to a

wider audience range than a target group consisting of adolescents.
