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This thesis investigates legal measures used to control the raising of
dogs. The researcher also proposes guidelines to be used in amending laws
controlling the raising of dogs.

In carrying out this investigation, the researcher compiled, analyzed,
and compared relevant Thai laws and regulations. These laws and regulations
were the Bangkok Metropolitan Provision on the Control of Dog Raising or
Abandonment, B.E. 2548 (2005) and the Bangkok Metropolitan Regulation
on the Control of Dog Raising or Abandonment, B.E. 2550 (2007).

These laws and regulations were also compared with foreign laws
controlling the raising of dogs. Comparisons were made with the United
Kingdom’s Guard Dogs, Act 1975, the Environmental Protection Act, 1990,

the Dangerous Dogs Act, 1991, and the Control of Dogs Order Act, 1992.
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Additionally, comparisons were made with laws and regulations
promulgated in the Republic of Ireland. These Irish laws and regulations
were the Control of Dogs Act, 1986 and the Control of Dogs (Amendment)
Act, 1992. In the view of the researcher, analogous or similar laws and
regulations obtaining in foreign jurisdictions can prove useful in the
formulation of guidelines for amending and systematizing laws and regulations
for controlling the raising of dogs in the Kingdom of Thailand (Thailand).

Findings are as follows:

In controlling the raising of dogs, problems arise in enforcing
regulations involving the registration of dogs. The problem of stray dogs has
yet to be solved. Moreover, regulations pertaining to those who take on the
responsibility of controlling dog raising is vague. There is also the problem
of dog meat being used for consumption. In sum, extant legal measures
controlling dog raising are ineffective and inefficient in application.

In view of the inherent weaknesses of the laws controlling dog raising,
the researcher would suggest guidelines that can be used to amend existing
laws and regulations so that legal measures pursuant to the raising of dogs
will be in consonance with international standards and will be more
cficacious in application to the current untoward sifuation.

Laws should be amended so as to prohibit the importing of dangerous
breeds of dogsr. Shelters should be provided for stray dogs. Officials
responsible for the control of dog raising should be clearly specified. The

consumption of dog meat should be prohibited. Finally, the Bangkok

Metropolitan Provision mentioned above should be reissued as an Act on the
Control of Dog Raising or Abandonment in order to ensure effective

enforcement throughout the country.
