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This thesis compares the academic achievement of two groups of
Prathom Sueksa 3 students who were instructed in the repairing of clothing by
having lessons presented on videodisc and by conventional means,
respectively. Relying on experimental research techniques, the researcher
used the experimental design post-test only control group method of
investigation in measuring the academic achievements of the two groups of

students in repairing clothing with a view to obtaining results at an efficiency

level of 80/80.
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Through the application of a cluster random sanipling method, the
researcher selected a sample population consisting of two classrooms of
Prathom Sueksa 3 students enrolled in the second semester of the academic
year 2008 at the Ramkhamhaeng University Demonstration School
(Elementary Level), Bangkok Metropolis. Of the subjects of investigation, the
members of the experimental group were taught on the basis of videodisc
lessons and the members of the control group were taught on the basis of
conventional methods.

The instruments of research developed by the researcher consisted of
(1) videodisc lessons on the repairing of clothing; (2) a test of academic
achievement couched at the reliability level of 0.83; and (3) an evaluation
form with a rating scale.

Findings are as follows:

The researcher determined that the videodisc lessons on repairing
clothing exhibited an efficiency level of 84.25/84.50. It was also found that
student evaluation was at a good level with the mean score being 4.20.
Testing showed that the students who studied repairing clothing by means of
the videodisc manifested higher academic achievement levels than those who

studied by means of conventional methods at the statistically significant level

of .05.
