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Nowadays, Social Circumstance begins to be weak especially family — the smallest social
unit because of the economic crisis and borderless of media usage. Relevant parties have no
regulations to strictly control mass media. That is the reason why social circumstance and mass
media are the factor influencing sexual behavior of teenagers. Those factors motivate teenagers
to be more interested in sexual intercourse in early age.

This research points out that 90% of teenagers use mobile phone and surf the internet
4-5 times a week. They are closed to these two kinds of media which relates to the beginning of
sexual intercourse among teenagers in early age. It is showed that factors related to family
background such as being taught about sexual knowledge by family, a freedom from family,
behavior of closed friend from school, relationship with the school, mass media factor and
influence of mass media toward attitudes impact on sexual behaviors of teenagers in school.
Sexual behaviors such as touch each other body, holding hand, one-on-one meeting up, and
cuddling lead to an initiated sexual intercourse of teenagers in early age.

The factors influence on an initiated sexual intercourse shows that the independent
variables such as personal factor, family factor, social factor, and media factor can predict the
dependent variable which is that beginning sexual intercourse with the statistical significance at
the level of 0.01. It can be predicted correctly that 99.7 per cent of students have never had
sexual intercourse and 23.1 per cent of students have ever had sexual intercourse. Overall 97.1
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per cent correct of the prediction those who have never and have ever had sexual intercourse.
For the analysis of all independent variables, the independent variable which affects negatively to

" an initiated sexual intercourse with the statistical significance at the level of 0.01 is the influence
of media on sexual attitudes. To the extent that the more the media influences on sexual
attitudes, 0.146 times less of probability for an initiated sexual intercourse. For the analysis of all
independent variables, the independent variable which affects positively to an initiated sexual
intercourse with the statistical significance at the level of 0.01 is the bad behavior of friends. To
the extent that the worse friends behave, 1.671 times more there is a chance for an initiated
sexual intercourse.

The independent variables which affect positively to an initiated sexual intercourse with
the statistical significance at the level of 0.05 are sexual acts and expenditure per month. The
probability of women to begin sexual intercourse is 2.562 times more than men. The independent
variables which affect negatively to an initiated sexual intercourse with the statistical significance
at the level of 0.05 are the freedom to choose friends and the relationship between students and
parents. To the extent that there is 0.06 time less for students to begin sexual intercourse.
Interviewing students in Bangkok and Metropolitan about the learning process of sexual behavior
supports research hypothesis about social and media factors. The students gain sexual
knowledge from their family, school, close friends who have risky behaviour. Pornography,
internet, and mobile phone are not enough and appropriate for the learning process of sexual
knowledge. Family, school, and friend have a negative effect on attitude and value of initiation of
sexual relations among teenagers which lead to increasing the number of sexual intercourse in
little age.

The social and media factors that influence an initiated sexual intercourse shows that it is
important to prevent and decrease the amount of students who have sexual intercourse in the
improper time by providing them information and place the right value about sexual behavior, as
well as launch a campaign to provide knowledge and prevention. Family, school, and media are
required to provide the decent sexual information, especially how to have safely sexual
intercourse. That would meet students’ need. However, family, school, and organization should
work together in order to control the media, as well as to create an appropriate environment in
the society and Ioéal in order to reduce a number of students having sexual intercourse in the
improper time, to protect undesirable pregnancy, to decrease a rate of abortion, and to reduce a
number of HIV patients in Thai society.
