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The purposes of this research are (1) to study students’ opinions regarding
environment management in Demonstration School of Ramkhamhaeng University and
(2) to compare the opinions in this regard by reference of gender and studying grade.
The sample gr(;up consistéd of six hundred grade 1-6 students (Matayom Suksa 1-6)
by stratif;ed random sampling. A five-rating scale questionnaire was used as a tool to
collect data and then analysis in the form of percentage; means, standard deviation and
a t-test. |

The results are as follows :

1. The overall opinions regarding eﬁvironment management of students were
found to be a moderate level, as was also the case in regarding the aspect of building
and surroundings, school atmosphere and service.

2. With respect to gender and studying grade, there were significant difference

found in overall and each aspect at the level of .05.
