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The purpose of this study was to investigate Thailand’s Constitutions under
political upheavals between 2453 and 2550 B.E. The study was focused on factors and
situations which affected on a draft, promulgation, and dissolution of the Constitutions.

Study results were indicated that before 2475 B.E., Thailand was governed by a
Monarchy. An imported constitution from the West was partially introduced to the
Monarchy. However, in 2475 B.E., there was a political system revolution in Thailand,
from the Monarchy to the Monarchy under the Constitution. Since then, Thailand
promulgated a written Constitution for 18 times. However, in general, it was survived
for a short period of time. It was dissolved by (1) a coup d’état, (2) a requirement by
the law, (3) a demonstration of interest groups, (4) a member of parliament, and (5) its

defection.
