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This thesis compares the demographical characteristics of selected
students and the satisfaction they evince with political news reporting via
television in the aspect of content, problems, and patterns of news reporting.

The sample population consisted of 400 private university students. The
instrument of research was a questionnaire.'

Techniques of descriptive statistics used were frequency, percentage,
mean and standard deviation. The ¢ test and one-way analysis of variance
(ANOVA) were also employed for testing purposes. Findings are as follows:

Of the subject, the majority were females between the ages of eighteen
and nineteen who were studying in the first year at the Faculty of Mass
Communication and who were domiciled in Bangkok Métropolis and its
environs.

The researcher determined that overall members of the sample population
were satisfied with political news reporting via television at a moderate level.

In testing the hypothesis, the researcher determined the following:

(1) In regard to demographical characteristics, it was found that
differences in faculties were correlated with concomitant differences in levels of
satisfaction. (2) In regard to the content of political news, it was found that
differences in the content of current political news, the reporting of political news
on each television channel, and the perceived benefits derived from the content
of political news were correlated with corresponding differences in levels of
satisfaction. (3) In regard to the problem of the writing in political news, it was
found that differences in respect to the problems of writing in current political
news, the problem of writing news for television, the effect on individuals, and
situations depicted were correlated with concomitant differences in levels of
satisfaction. (4) In regard to the patterns of political news reporting, it was found
that differences in the exposure of viewers to news programs, discussions about
the news, and the attention paid to any one particular matter were correlated with

corresponding differences in levels of satisfaction.
