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This thesis investigates (1) the participation of Ramkhamhaeng

University (RU) students in student club activities. Additionally, compared
are (2) the differences in levels of participation of the students in student club
activities and corresponding differences in the demographical characteristics
of gender, faculty of enrollment, year of study, and domicile. Finally, (3) the
researcher makes suggestions concerning the organization of student club

activities by reference to the opinions of RU students.
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The sample population for this investigation was comprised of 432
students. A five-rating scale questionnaire was used as an instrument of
research.

Techniques of descriptive statistics used in the analysis of the data
collected were percentage, mean and standard deviation. In addition, the
researcher utilized the techniques of ¢ test, One-way analysis of variance
(ANOVA), and Scheffé’s paired comparison for testing purposes.

Findings are as follows:

1. The levels of participation of the RU students under study were at
high levels in student club activities overall and in the four aspects of
academics, sports, arts and culture, and community service.

2. In comparing levels of participation of these students in student club
activities with the demographical characteristics of faculty of enrollment, year
of study, and domicile, it was found that there were no differences at the
statistically significant level of 0.05.

3. Suggestions regarding the organization of activities by reference to
the opinions of RU students concerning participation in student club activities
in the four aspects investigated are as follows:

In respect to the academic aspect, these students were of the opinion
that there should be more Academic Days allowing the students to exch?/hge
the knowledge they had amassed with one another. In addition to merely
exchanging the knowledge they had amassed, the students believed entertainment

should also be provided on Academic Days.
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Inregard to the sports aspect, public relations should be enhanced.
Need for greater publicizing of sports events is illustrated by the fact that some
étﬁdents who had athletic abilities still did not participate in sports events
“because they had not learned such events were being held. The students also
pointed out that the sports equipment available to them is both insufficient and
'nét"képt and maintained in an orderly fashion for each club. Finally, the students
believe sports should be promoted at a higher level.

Concerning arts and culture, the students held that public relations
should be enhanced. Activities involving the promotion and conservation of
the unique resources of each region should be instituted.

In respect to community service, the students believed that larger
amounts of funds should be provided for community service endeavors.
However, a rigorous examination of budgetary allocations and ongoing
activities should be conducted, especially in view of the apparent misuse of

funds in the past.
