Title: Appropriate Approaches to English Language Teaching and Learning in the General
Education Curriculum of Chiang Mai University

This study investigated current approaches and curricular for English language teaching at
tertiary level and reviewed relevant academic articles and other documents. It also reviewed the
national policy on the teaching and learning of English in the general education program in crder to
find the most feasible and appropriate approach and curriculum for the English courses taught in the
general education curriculum at Chiang Mai University.

The findings indicate that

1. A curriculum based on the communicative approach is the most practical and
appropriate curriculum for English language teaching in the general education
curriculum as its nature and characteristics allow teachers to introduce learning
strategies to the students, allow students to fully develop their learning skills.

2. Task-Based Lauguage Learning, Content-Based Language Learning, and E-learning
were found to be interesting and appropriate modes of learning for a communicative
curriculum.

3. The appropriate and effective evaluation for such a curriculum would be the

evaluation of both the students' achievement, and students' learning process.
