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This thesis investigates the affects of the Japan-Thailand Economic
Partnership Agreement (JTEPA) on the export of processed chicken from the
Kingdom of Thailand (Thailand) to Japan. |

Investigated was the period between the fourth quarter of 2007 and the
fourth quarter of 2008, in as much as this was the period in which agreement
was reached to reduce import duties levied on processed chicken exported
from Thailand to Japan. These taxes were reduced from a rate of 6 percent
(the normal tax rate) to a rate of 5 percent (the new rate under JTTEPA
regulations).

In this investigation, data were mined from quarterly time series data
for the period between the first quarter of 2004 to the third quarter of 2007.
The collected data were subsequently analyzed using the Ordinary Least
Squares (OLS) method an& thereupon utilized to make estimates of the export
value of processed chicken exported from Thailand to Japan in the period
between the fourth quarter of 2007 and the fourth quarter of 2008.

Findings are as follows:

The reduced tax rate under JTEPA for the period under consideration
brought about an increase in the volume of processed chicken éxported to
Japan from Thailand. In forecasting trends of processed chicken exported to
Japan under JTEPA regulations, the researcher forecasts that the volume of
such exports will increase by 15.71 percent in comparison to what would be
expected were the normal rate to be maintained. Maintaining the 3 percent
rate, which has been in effect since 2013, would prove highly beneficial to
Thai exporters, inasmuch as the volume of the exports of processed chicken

would greatly increase.
