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Social support from peers is considered as one factor influencing the change of
behaviour in breaking off drug dependence of adolescents. The purpose of this study was to
examine social support from peers perceived by adolesceats with amphetamine dependence.
The study sample consisted of 99 adolescents with amphetamine dependence participating in
a treatment program at the substance misuse and mental health clinic at Dokkhamtai Hospital,
Phayao province, during February to March 2003. The instrument of this study was a
questionnaire. The questionnaire consisted of two parts, demographic data, and social support
from peers perceived by adolescents with amphetamine dependence modified from the Peer
Support Interview Form of Chorking Chukrut (1998). Data were analyzed by descriptive
statistics.

The major findings demonstrated that overall, the mean score of social support from

peers perceived by adolescents with amphetamine dependence was at a moderate level.

Considering of each dimension, the mean score of emotional support was at a high level, whereas
those of tangible and information support were at a moderate level.

The results of this study could be used as basic information for friends of adolescents
with amphetamine dependence to gain information on the treatment amphetamine dependence,
and their friends could be support information to adolescents with amphetamine dependence

afterward.
