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This thesis delineates the demographical characteristics of selected
Prathom Sueksa 5-6 students in order to investigate the levels of satisfaction
they evince in the course of being exposed to television programs for children.
Additionally considered are the exposure behaviors attendant upon viewing
the television programs in question. Determined, finally, are program patterns,
program contents, and duration of individual broadcasts insofar as they impinge
upon the levels of satisfaction displayed by the students under investigation.

~ Findings are as follows
1. Students who differed in the demographical characteristics of

gender, age, life style, and parental gross income exhibited concomitant
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differences in their levels of satisfaction in viewing the programs under
consideration. Female stﬁdents evinced higher levels of satisfaction than was
the case with their male counterparts, as did eleven-year-old students in
comparison to ten- and twelve-year-old students. Students residing with
relatives exhibited higher levels of satisfaction than students residing with
their parents. Students whose parents had monthly incomes of 5,000 baht
expressed higher levels of satisfaction than students whose parents had
monthly incomes of 20,000 baht.

2. In regard to differences in exposure behaviors, it was found that
differences in the frequency at which the programs were viewed, whether they
were viewed on weekdays or weekends, with whom they viewed the
programs, duration of time spent viewing the programs, and the features of the
television programs viewed were not correlated with corresponding
differences in levels of satisfaction in viewing these programs. Students who
viewed the programs because they were seeking knowledge or other benefits
evinced higher levels of satisfaction than those who viewed the program for
entertainment purposes.

3. There were differences in levels of satisfaction between students
vwho_ selected program patterns and those who did not._Students who selected
dramas, cartoons, programs with various styles of presentation, programs
featuring hand puppets, programs with long and repeated activities conducive
to greater understanding, programs utilizing words and sentences, programs

with hosts of both genders, programs with three or more hosts, and programs
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set in a natural environment evinced greater levels of satisfaction than those
who did not select program patterns.

4. Sfddents who selected the content of television programs with
contents expressive of cognitive, moral or ethical matters or matters
pertaining to mathematics, Thai language, and family concerns obtained
greater satisfaction from viewing the programs than those who did not choose
the content. In other words, they evinced higher levels of satisfaction than
those who did not select the contents of the programs they VieWed.

5. Students who chose the broadcasting time of the programs they
viewed from 4 p.m. to 6:30 p.m. Monday to Friday evinced greater
satisfaction in viewing the television programs for children than those who
did not choose the time at which they viewed the programs. In other words,
they evinced more satisfaction than those who did not choose the time at
which the programs were viewed.

6. In regard to those students who exhibited high levels of satisfaction
in viewing these television programs for children, they were most satisfied
with being entertained. Next in descending order was the feeling that one was
becoming well-versed in various matters and was able to enjoy the benefits of
utilizing one’s free time in a constructive fashion in consequence of having

viewed these television programs.
