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This thesis investigates and compares the levels at which teachers in
schools under the supervision of Nakhon Si Thammarat Educational Service
Area Office 2 express needs for self-development.

The sample population consisted of 358 teachers in schools under the
supervision of Nakhon Si Thammarat Educational Service Area Office 2.
The members of the sample population were selected through the application
of the multi-stage sampling method.

The instrument of research was a questionnaire eliciting information
from respondents in regard to self-development needs. This questionnaire was

couched at the reliability level of 0.80.

The techniques of descriptive statistics used in the analysis of the data
obtained were percentage, mean and standard deviation. For testing purposes,
the techniques’ of t-test, F-test and one-way analysis of variance (ANOVA)
were utilized. Finally, Scheffé’s paired comparison technique was also
employed in the course of analyzing the data.

Findings are as follows:

1. The teachers under study evinced self-development needs at a high
level.

2. Additionally, the teachers under study expressed self-development
needs at a high level in the following aspects: educational tours; seminars;
training; and academic works. The need for further education was expressed
at a moderate level.

3. In comparing the self-development needs of the teachers under
study in reference to demographical characteristics, the researcher found that
teachers who differed in gender did not concomitantly differ in the expression
of self-development needs. However, in regard to those who differed in age,
educational level, teaching experience and rank correspondingly differed in |

expressing self-development needs at the statistically significant level of .05.
