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This thesis investigates the relationship between the self-concept and
the internal locus of students in the Faculty of Education, Ramkhamhaeng
University (RU).

The sample population consisted of 335 first-year students of both
genders who were enrolled in the Faculty of Education, RU in the second
semester of the academic year 2008.

The instruments of research were four different questionnaires:

(1) a questionnaire eliciting demographical data; (2) a questionnaire
concerning child rearing; (3) a 28-item questionnaire pertaining to the self-
concept; and (4) a 21-item questionnaire regarding internal locus. Responses

were given by reference to a rating scale.
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Data were analyzed using the Statistical Package for Social Sciences
(SPSS) program for Windows. Using techniques of descriptive statistics, the
data were anaiyzed by the researcher in terms of frequenéy, mean and
standard deviation. For testing purposes, the independent # test and Pearson’s
product moment correlation coefficient were also employed.

Findings are as follows:

1. Students who differed in gender failed to exhibit concomitant
differences in the self-concept.

2. Students who differed in age also failed to exhibit differences in the
self-concept.

3. However, students who differed in how they were reared did exhibit
corresponding differences in the self-concept.

4. Students who differed in gender did not display corresponding
differences in internal locus.

5. However, students who differed in age did exhibit concomitant
differences in internal locus.

Students who were younger than twenty evinced a more pronounced
internal locus than those older than twenty.

6. Students who were reared in a high socio-economic group evinced a
more pronounced internal locus than those who were reared in a lower socio-
economic group.

7. Finally, the researcher found that the self-concept was correlated
with the internal locus of the subjects under investigation at a statistically

significant level.
