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The automobile and automotive parts industries in Thailand are
international industries. In order to accommodate both domestic and export
markets, these industries must put into play an array of factors. In this
connection, it has been found that Japanese investors are the most significant
group to invest directly in the automobile and automotive parts-industries in
Thailand.

This thesis accordingly investigates the factors influencing direct
investment from Japan in the automobile and automotive parts industries in
Thailand. Moreover, considered is the impact of direct investment from Japan

on international trade conducted by the industries under study.

_Relevant annual secondary data in the period between 1988 and 2007
wére analyzed using the ﬁultiple regression equation.
Findings are as follows:

The eXpansion rate of Thailand’s gross domestic product and the
Wc;):nsumer price index were found to be correlated with the value of Japanese

direct investment in the automobile and automotive parts industries in

Thailand at the statistically significant level of reliability of 90 and 95 percent,

respectively.

In respect to the impact of direct investment from Japan on the
automobile and automotive parts industries on exports and imports, it was
found that direct investment from Japan in these industries was correlated
with Thailand’s international trade in the automobile and automotive parts

industries at a statistically significant level of 99 percent.
