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This independent study aimed to investigate approaches and instruments as
well as the consequence of the Member of Parliament candidates’ political confidence
building in the Constituency 1, Chiang Mai Province. Data were collected through
interview schedule from 22 Member of Parliament candidates’ in the Constituency 1,
Chiang Mai Province.

Regarding to approaches and instruments of the Member of Parliament
candidates’ political confidence building in the Constituency 1, Chiang Mai Province, it
was found that the candidates mostly employed the political campaign approaches by
going door to door to their homes, shops, factories and markets, holding mass meetings
with speakers, distributing leaflets and self-introducing brochures, introducing
themselves through the community radio stations and over the phone, joining social
activities, mailing letters to houses and advertising campaign propaganda through
internet. It could be seen that the majority of the candidates applied this election
cafﬁpaign since it was an easy scheme that they were able to reach all groups of
peop;ie. This allowed voters to get a better picture of who a candidate was than that
which they read about in the paper or saw on television. Besides, election canvasser
was another political campaign technique. Most of them were local people well-

accepted in those areas. The more they were very well-known, the more the candidates

would win votes. Financial support from the Political Party played also an important role
in reinforcing political campaign with various kinds of technique.

Finally, regarding to the consequence of the Member of Parliament
candidates’ politiéal confidence building in the Constituency 1, Chiang Mai Province, it
was found that People Power Party was acéepted by voters in all 3 positions, namely,
the first position waé Miss Shinnisha Wongsawat, Mr.Surapong Towi-jakchaikul came
second, and Mr.Kritsadaporn Siumpakdee came the last. Factors supported voters’
acceptance to the People Power Party were the continuous political campaign, the
support from the former election canvassers, people’s popularity in Thai Rak Thai Party

and a large amount of subsidiary for contributing to a wide variety of political

campaigns.
