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This thesis is concerned with providing evaluations of how appropriate
are the objectives and structure of the subjects taught in the Library and
Information Science curriculum, as well as determining how suitable are the
contents of each subject. It also provides an evaluation of how appropriate are
the teaching and learning media, as well as the classrooms utilized in this
program. Additionally provided is an account of how teaching and learning
activities are measured and evaluated. Finally, discussed are the graduates of
this program in terms of how successful they are in applying what they have

learned when it comes to practical applications.
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The sample population consisted of 125 faculty members, students, and
graduates involved in this academic program. The instrument of research was
a questionnaire. Of all the copies of the questionnaire distributed, 102 copies
were returned. The data were analyzed using techniques of descriptive
statistics by means of an application computer program in terms of frequency,
percentage, mean and standard deviation.

Findings are as follows:

1. In regard to how the objectives, structure and content of each subject
have evolved, the members of the sample population were of the opinion that
the objectives were appropriate at a high level. The objective of producing
library science graduates who are professionally knowledgeable and able has
reached fruition because of beneficial developments in information
technology and the capacity of graduates being able to meet social needs at a
practical level. However, it was also found that the members of the sample
population believed the structure of the curriculum exhibited appropriateness
at a low level. Inregard to the contents of each subject in the curriculum,
appropriateness was found to be at a high level and was taken to be congruent
with the program’s objectives. Furthermore, the contents of the subjects were
considered by the members of the sample population to be appropriately
reflective of modern developments at a high level.

" 2. Inregard to the evaluation of the appropriateness of teaching and
learning media in addition to classrooms, faculty members opined at a high

level that the budget allocated for these areas was sufficient. In regard to
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classrooms, faculty members and students were of the 6pinion that
appropriateness was at a high level, whereas graduates held that the
appropriatenéss was at a moderate level. In regard to the computer room,
equipment used for making Internet connections and audio-visual aids, faculty
members, students, and graduates concurred in viewing their appropriateness
to be at a moderate level.

3. In evaluating the organization of teaching and learning, it was found
that faculty members, teaching methods, work performed, and extracurricular
activities were appropriate at a high level. Nonetheless, in regard to the use of
teaching equipment, students and graduates viewed its appropriateness to be
at a moderate level. In regard to the appropriateness of the organization of the
educational program, the use of teaching equipment, work assigned and
extracurricular activities, students and graduates deemed them appropriate at a
high level. Furthermore, appropriateness in regard to students being ready for
this program was viewed as being at a moderate level. Finally, in regard to
measurement and evaluation, it was found that faculty members, students, and

graduates found that they were appropriately executed at a high level.
