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In this thesis, the researcher delineates (1) the demographical
characteristics of selected Ramkhamhaehg University (RU) students who
conduct Internet enquiries for information on sex studies. Additionally,
investigated are (2) the types of enquiries they make as shown by the content
and styles of information on sex studies on the Internet accessed by these RU
students. Finally, considered are (3) the presentations of information on sex
studies on the Internet on sites which are the objects of enquiries made by the
RU students under Stud);.~

The sample population consisted of 400 RU undergraduate students.

The instrument of research was a questionnaire.
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Using techniques of descriptive statistics, the researcher analyzed the
data obtained in terms of frequency, percentage and mean. The techniques of
t't"est, F tesf and one-way analysis of variance (ANOVA) were also employed
for testing purposes.

Findings are as follows:

Males were more interested i;l conducting enquiries for information
concerning sex studies on the Internet than were females. Those who were
older than thirty years 6f age evinced more interest in making enquiries for
such information in conii)arison to those belonging to other age brackets.
Subjects studying in the Faculty of Economics were more interested in
enquiries pertaining to sex studies than those of any other Faculty. Subjects
who resided with friends, boyfriends, or girlfriends exhibited a high degree of
interest in making such enquiries. This finding is congruent with the
hypothesis posited for this investigation, viz., “Differences in demographical
characteristics are correlated with differences in enquiries made on the |
Internet for information on sex studies.”

In respect to the contents of information on sex studies provided on
Internet sites of which enquiries were made by the students under study, it
was found that most of the students under investigation were interested in
content pertaining to sexually transmitted diseases (STDs), especially
acquired immunodeficiency syndrome (AIDS). They were of the opiniori that
this information pertained to matters about which young people should be

cognizant,
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In regard to interest in the types of presentation of information on sex
_studies on the Internet, most of the students under study were interested in
makmg enquiries of sites providing up-to-date and reliable information

presented in a variety of ways. They believed it to be significant whether or
not sources of information were identified and links provided whereby
résponsible persons and knowledgeable authorities could be contacted. Most
of the subjects were interested in presentations which concisely conveyed
information by means of animated pictures, eye pleasing alphabetical
characters, and vivid colors. It was also considered important for columns to
be divided clearly.

In regard to the enquires made by these students regarding information
on sex studies presented on the Internet, it was found that the greatest overall
number of enquiries were made in regard to issues of pregnancy, birth control,
STDs, sexual deficiencies, psychologically aberrant sexuality, sexual
deviations, and the connections between certain expressions of sexuality and

social problems.
