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This thesis delineates (1) the demographical characteristics of parents
in Bangkok Metropolis viewing dramas screened before news programs on
television. Also investigated are (2) the content and presentation of these dramas.
Finally, considered are (3) exposure behaviors and the satisfaction of parents

with these dramas.

The sample population consisted of parents who viewed television
dramas screened before the evening news programs on Monday through Friday
from 17:00 to 20:00 hours. The sample population was comprised of 400 parents
residing in Bangkok Metropolis in the districts of Chatuchak, Bang Khen,

Lak Si, Bang Sue, and Lat Phrao. All of these subjects of investigation were
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between the ages of twenty-five and sixty. The instrumeht of research was
a self-administered questionnaire.

Technicjues of descriptive statistics used in the analysis of the data
collected were frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation. #-test and
One-way analysis of variance (ANOVA) were utilized for testing purposes.
The technique of Least Significant Difference (LSD) multiple comparison was
used in cases in which differences were found at a statistically significant level.

Findings are as follows:

Parents who had viewed dramas screened before news programs on
television less than three to six months evinced more satisfaction with these
dramas than those who had viewed them more than one to two years and more
than two years. Of the parents under study, those who had viewed these dramas
more than six months to one year evinced greater satisfaction with the dramas
than those who had been viewing them more than one year to two years and
thosé who had been viewing them more than two years. Furthermore, parents
who had viewed the dramas more than two years exhibited greater satisfaction
than those who had viewed them more than one to two years.

In considering the reasons the parents under study gave for viewing
these dramas, the following was found: More frequently they viewed these
dramas because of the performers than because of the dramas taking place in
other periods or because of other aspects such as shooting locations. However,
more frequently did they view the dramas because of the contents than because

of the dramas taking place at other periods or because of other aspects such as
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shooting locations. Furthermore, the parents more frequénﬂy viewed these
dramas because of other aspects such as shooting location and costumes worn
by the perfonhers than because of the dramas taking place at other periods.

As for exposure behaviors, it was found that those subjects who viewed
these dramas with children and grandchildren more frequently tried to explain
improper behaviors shown in the dramas than asking their children and |
grandchildren what they had learned from the dramas. It was also found that
parents viewing these programs with children and grandchildren more frequently
changed channels when improper behavior was depicted than those who asked

their children and grandchildren what they had learned from the dramas.
