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This thesis investigates (1) the factor of demographical characteristics
and the factor of the school environment insofar as they influence the quality
of life in school of high school students at Ramkhamhaeng University
Demonstration School (RUDS). Additionally considered is (2) the quality of
life in school of the students under study. Furthermore, compared are (3) the
quality of life in school of these students and their demographical characteristics.
Finally, investigated is (4) the relationship between the school environment

and the quality of life in school of the students in question.
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The sample population consisted of 300 RUDS high school students

selected by applying the technique of stratified random sampling. The instrument
of research was a questionnaire.

The techniques of descriptive statistics used for purposes of analysis
were percentage, mean and standard deviation. For testing purposes, the techniques
of t-test, one-way analysis of variance (ANOVA), Scheffe’s paired comparison,
and Pearson’s product moment correlation coefficient were utilized with results
being found to be at the statistically significant level of .05.

Findings are as follows:

1. The students under study evinced overall opinions in respect to the
environment of the school environment at a moderate level.

2. The students under study overall evinced a quality of life at school at a
moderate level. The quality of life in school in respect to social and psychological
aspects was found to be at a good level. However, the physical aspect was
determined to be at a moderate level.

3. Differences in the demographical characteristics of gender, year of
study, academic achievement, parental occupation, parental marital status, and
the relationships between students and parents were not found to be correlated
with evinced differences in quality of life at school at a statistical significant
level (p > .05). Moreover, students whose parents had an average monthly
income equal to or greater than 20,000 baht displayed a better quality of life at
school in the psychological aspect than those whose parents had an average

monthly income less than 20,000 baht.

4. The school environment was determined to be positively correlated
with the quality of life exhibited at school at a statistically significant level of
.05 (r=0.275).
