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This thesis investigates factors affecting non-performing loans
originally issued by Thanachart Bank Public Compahy Limited (TBANK).
The researcher is of the opinion that the findings of this investigation can be
used as guidelines for efforts made to feduce the bank’s problem of non-
~ performing loans to a bare minimum.

In carrying out this investigation, the researcher constructed an
econometric model using the ordinary least squares (OLS) method. Moreover,
collected for purposes of analysis were relevant quarterly secondary data from
the period between the fourth quarter of 2003 to the first quarter of 2008, a
total of 18 quarters.

Findings are as follows:

It was found that the quantity of credit was explanatory of the quantity
of non-performing loans at TBANK at the statistically significant level of
reliability of 99 percent, as well as being directly correlated with the quantity
of TBANK non-performing loans. This finding was congruent with the set

hypothesis postulated for this investigation.
