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The purpose of this independent study was to construct Hyperbook on the topic
of lower limb for Gross Anatcmy ceurse according to curriculum of Medicine, Chiang
Mai University. The lesson test was concucted oy having 9 graduate students who have
alreadly enrolled in this course. The instruments of this study were the Hyperbook on the
topic of lower limb and attitude questionnaire on Hyperbook. Having students utilize the
Hyperbook lesson collected the data. Then, the subjects were asked to fil! out of the
questionnaires. After that the data were analyzed.

The results showed that the Hyperbook on the topic of lower limb was worked
well. Such as, all the links in the Hyperbook were no dead-end pages. The screen
design was appropriate in terms of color ¢f iext and background. There was consistency
in the positions of contents and buttons.

The subjects suggested that decrease text on some page, the text size should

be bigger, and use colorful.
