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This thesis investigates the opinions of selected Bansomdejchaopraya
Rajabhat University sophomores in regard to relationships with the opposite
gender and premarital sex. Compared also are these opinions vis-a-vis the
demographical characteristics of major field of study, type of residence, and
parental marital status. Finally, considered are factors found to be correlated
with the opinions of these students in regard to relationships with the opposite
sex and premarital sex. ;
Selected by means of the stratified random sampling method was a

sample population of 368 members. A questionnaire was used to collect

relevant data.
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The data obtained was thereupon analyzed, formulated and tabulated by
means of the Statistical Package of the Social Sciences (SPSS) computer
grogram of Windows. The techniques of descriptive statistics used were
percentage, mean and standard deviation. T-test, one-way analysis of variance
(ANOVA), and Pearson’s product moment correlation coefficient technique
were also employed for purposes of testing.

The findings are summarized in two parts as follows:

1. The opinions towards the relationships with the oppésite gender of
the sophomores under study found that majority of the students agreed at
a moderate level concerning relationships with the opposite gender. Male and
female students exhibited differences in their opinions at a statistically
significant level of .05. The factors correlating with the opinions towards
relationships with the opposite gender were gender, risk behaviors of close
friends, and obtaining knowledge of sex from various kinds of media.

2. The opinions towards the premarital sex of the students under study
found that the majority agreed with engaging in premarital sex at a low level.
Students who differed in the demographical characteristics of gender and
parental marital status exhibited concomitant differences in their opinions at
a statistically significant level of .05. The factors correlating with opinions
towards premarital sex were gender, major field of study, risk behaviors of

close friends, and obtaining knowledge of sex from various kinds of media.
