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This thesis investigates (1) the policy of acquisition of information
resources related to the acquisition of audio-visual and electronic media in
libraries of public higher education institutions; (2) the acquisition of
audio-visual and electronic media of librariéns, information professionals,
and educational technology technicians; and (3) problems and obstacles in
the acquisition of audio-visual and electronic media of librarians,
information professionals, and educational technology technicians in
libraries in public higher education institutions.

Research population consisted of administrators or the assigned persons,

librarians, information professionals, and educational technology technicians
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working in the acquisition of audio-visual and electronic media in thirty libraries
in public higher education institutions. The data were collected using an interview
from administrators or the assigned persons and a queétionnaire from the
personnel working in the acquisition of audio-visual and electronic media.
The data were analyzed using descriptive statistics of frequency, percentage,

mean, and standard deviation.

Findings are as follows:

1. The determination of the acquisition of audio-visual and electronic
media policy in libraries in public higher education institutions found that the
majority had the written policy of the acquisition of information resources.
However, the majority did not have the written policy in the acquisition of
audio-visual and electronic media in a specific manner. The budget allocation
is mostly done through the budget of all types of information resources.

2. The acquisition of audio-visual and electronic media mostly used the
methods of procurement in separation from the budget of the purchase of books.
The type of audio-visual and electronic media purchased at the most was digital
versatile disc (DVD). Next in descending order were multi-media and video
compact disc (VCD), respectively. The method of selection mostly used
cataloging of the production sources or distribution sources. Next in descending
order was the selection from sale representatives. Next was a direct manufacturer.
The method of order used the telephone order/fax order. Next in descending
order was the order by oneself at the source of distribution. Most libraries did

not use the method of procurement through e-commerce system.
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3. In regard problems and obstacles in the acquisition of audio-visual
and electronic media, it was found that the highest problem in the problem of
the policy of acquisition of audio-visual and electronic media was insufficient
budget for procurement. The highest score of the problem in regard personnel
was that the personnel have to work in many jobs. Therefore, this leads to the
operation did not go as planned. The highest problem in the problem about the
procurement was that it is quite difficult to find audio-visual and electronic

media to accompany the study.
