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This thesis investigates the methods of presentation and the concepts
reflective of society in Sasiwimon’s literary essays. The researcher analyzed
the corpus of this writer’s works in this genre which consists of 258 titled
works published in eleven books in the period between 1992 and 2004.
Methodologically, the researcher proceeded by utilizing the techniques of
documentary research and descriptive analjsis.

Findings are as follows:

Sasiwimon’s literary essays are grounded in a number of methods of
presentation. It was found that the titles of the stories reveal their significance.
The stories most frequently open with definitions and explications of the meaning
of the title.

In regard to content, they are found to be presentations of the writer’s
personal experiences. In closing the story, this writer chooses the method of
summarizing/the issues reflected in the title and discussed in the contents.
Furthermore, Sasiwimon’s opinions are directly stated.

In regard to concepts reflective of society, Sasiwimon presents social
concepts, especially as they pertain to behaviérs of people in Thai society in
regard to ethical or moral questions. This is done in order to present invidious
contrasts between positively-viewed behaviors of the past and negatively-viewed
current behaviors induced by societal changes. |

In conclusion, the researcher hopes that this thesis will elucidate societal

relationships as reflected in this corpus of literary essays.
