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This thesis investigates (1) the factors of students, teachers, and
environment in respect to Prathom Sueksa 5 students at schools under the
supervision of the Bang Khen District Office of the Bangkok Metropolitan
Administration. Additionally considered are (2) the relationships between the
three factors under study.

Using a random sampling method, the researcher selected a sample
population of 250 students. The instruments of research were rating scale
questionnaires pertaining to the student, teacher, and environment factors

couched at the reliability levels of 0.93, 0.93 and 0.92, respectively.
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The techniques of data analysis utilized by the reeearcher were
correlation coefficient, Pearson’s product moment correlation coefficient, and
multiple correiations.

Findings are as follows:

1. The students under study exhibited scores at high levels in regard to
the three factors investigated.
| 2. The relationships between the aspects of the three factors under
consideration and academic achievement were as follows:

The factor of students in the aspects of readiness for study and
motivation for success were found to be positively correlated at a rather high
level with academic achievement at the statistically significant level of .01.

The factor of teachers in the aspect of teaching behaviors was found
to be positively correlated at a moderate level with academic achievement.

The factor of learning environment was determined to be positively
correlated at a rather low level with academic achievement at the statistically
significant level of .01.

The factor of environment in the aspects of relationships with
friends, familial support, and services provided by educational institutions
were ascertained to be positively correlated at a rather moderate level with
academic achievement at the statistically significant level of .01.

3. The composite factor of students, teachers, and the environment
evinced positive multiple correlations at a rather high level with academic

achievement at the statistically significant level of .01.
