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This thesis investigates the relationships between Knowledge and
Attitude toward Measurement and Evaluation according to Basic Curriculum
B.E. 2544 of Primary School Teachers under the Office of the Private
Education Commission, Pasejarean District, Bangkok Metropolis.

The researcher used the stratified random sampling method to selecf
the sample population for this investigation. As instruments of research, the
researcher constructed two questionnaires which were used to measure

knowledge of and attitudes towards the measurement and evaluation of
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The researcher used the stratified random sampling method to select
the sample population for this investigation. As instruments of research, the
researcher constructed two questionnaires which were used to measure
knowledge of and attitudes towards the measurement and evaluation of
academic achievement in accordance with the Basic Education Curriculum
C.E. 2001. These questionnaires were couched at the reliability levels of
0.842 of 0.945, respectively.

Findings are as follows:

1. The teachers under study evinced knowledge regarding measurement
and evaluation of academic achievement in accordance with the curriculum at
the highest level.

2. However, teachers who differed in agle concomitantly differed in
knowledge regafding measurement and evaluation of academic achievement
in accordance with the curriculum at a statistically significant level 0£0.05.
Moreover, teachers who differed in teaching experience additionally differed
in knowledge regarding measurement and evaluation of academic achievement
in accordance with the curriculum at a statistically significant level of 0.05.
Teachers who differed in respect to the size of the schools at which they
~ taught also differed in knowledge regarding measurement and evaluaﬁon of
academic achievement in accordance with the curriculum at a statistically

significant level of 0.05.
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3. The teachers under study evinced attitudes toward measurement and
evaluation of academic achievement in accordance with the curriculum at a
good level.

4. Teachers who differed in age concomitantly differed in attitudes
toward measurement and evaluation of academic achievement in accordance
with the curriculum at a statistically significant level of 0.05. Furthermore,
teachers who differed in teaching experience also differed in their attifudes
toward the measurement and evaluation of academic achievement in
accordance with the curriculum at a statistically significant level of 0.05.
Moreover, teachers who taught at schools differing in size concomitantly
evinced differences in their attitudes toward measurement and evaluation of
academic achievement in accordance with the curriculum at a statistically
significant level of 0.05.

5. The knowledge of and attitudes towards measurement and evaluation
of acadefnic achievement in accordance with the curriculum of the teachers
under study were found to be positively correlated at the statistically

significant level of 0.05.
