In this investigation, the researcher compares two groups of physically
disabled children. One group participated in a self-esteem development program,
whereas the other group did not participate. The researcher accordingly compares
the effects of participation and non-participation on the children under investigation.

The population sample consisted of physically disabled children who were
Prathom Sueksa 4-6 students enrolled at Sri Sangwaan School in the province
of Nonthaburi.

A self-esteem test was given to the students. The thirty students receiving
the lowest scores on this test were selected for further investigation. Using the
technique of simple random sampling, these students were divided into two

groups of fifteen students each. The experimental group participated in a self-
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esteem development program twice weekly for seven weeks or fourteen sessions,
whereas the control group of students did not participate in the program.

Instruments of research were as follows:

1. A form for evaluating how the self-esteem development program was
conducted was utilized. This form was constructed by the researcher and was
evaluated by three experts in order to ascertain its quality and to determine
whether the results in administering the program would be valid or not.

2. A five-scale test of self-esteem for children (FSC) constructed by
Suwannee Puttisri and Catchawarn Silapakit (1998), which was couched at the
reliability level of 0.85, was also utilized.

3. The self-esteem development program constructed by the researcher
was used as the basis for the entire investigation.

Using techniques of descriptive statistics, the researcher analyzed the
data collected in terms of mean and standard deviation. In testing the differences
evinced by the two groups of students in pre- and post-experimental results,
respectively, the researcher utilized two sample paired t-test and two independent
samples 7 test.

Findings are as follows:

1. The physically disabled children in the experimental group who had
participated in the self-esteem development program displayed higher average
scores at the .05 level of significance than the scores they had received prior to
participation,

2. The physically disabled children in the experimental group participating
i the self-esteem development program scored higher on self-esteem tests at

the .05 level of significance than the students in the control group who did not

participate in the program,
