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This thesis compares achievement in reading comprehension between
Prathom Sueksa 3 students at Wat Si Boonrueang School who selected
advertisements themselves and those who were given advertisements by
teachers. The researcher administered a pre-test and a post-test to both groups
of students in order to determine and compare respective levels of reading

comprehension.
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The sample population consisted of sixty Prathom Sﬁeksa 3 students
| enxoﬂed at Wat Si Boonrueang School under the supervision of the Bang Kapi
District Office, Bangkok Metropolis in the first semester of the academic year
2008. These students were placed in classrooms of thirty students each. The
reading comprehension levels of these students were at the high, medium, and
low levels.

The students in the first classroom were taught reading comprehension
usihg advertisements they selected themselves. The students in the second
classroom were taught reading comprehension using advertisements given
to them by teachers. The research began with a pre-test used to measure
achievement in reading comprehension. Thereupon the teaching of reading
comprehension commenced using advertisements as a medium of instruction
for ten sessions. Finally, a post-test was administered to ascertaim levels of
achievement in reading comprehension upon completion of instruction.

Findings are as follows:

1. The students who had selected advertisements themselves had
reading comprehension scores at a higher level than the students who were
given advertisements by teachers at the statistically significant level of .05.

2. The reading comprehension scores of students taught by means of
advertisements selected by themselves were higher on the post-test than on
the pre-test at the statistically significant level of .05.

- 3. The reading comprehension scores of students taught by advertisements

selected by teachers were higher on the post-test than on the pre-test at the

statistically significant level of .05.
