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This thesis investigates motivation in playing softball and compares the
motivation of individual sportspersons competing in the 35" National Sports
Competition by reference to age, educational level, occupation, the number of
times participating in the competition, and experience in the competition.

The sample population consisted of 154 sportspersons competing in the
35" National Sports Competition. The research tool was a questionnaire
whose reliability was expressed at an alpha coefficient level of 0.89. The
statistical techniques used in the data analysis were frequency, percentage,

mean, and standard deviation. A t-test, one-way analysis of variance
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(ANOVA), and Scheffé’s poéthoc comparison were techniques used to test
the analyses O,f the data.

Findings are as follows:

1. Overall, sportspersons competing in the 35" National Sports Competition
were motivated to play softball at a moderate level. The aspects of challenge,
interests, decision making, and standardized criteria for evaluation ranked ata
moderate level. The aspect of expertise was ranked at a low level.

2. The findings regarding comparisons of sportspersons regarding
motivation to play softball at the 35" National Sports Competition are as
follows:

2.1 Softball players with differences in age did not evince concomitant

differences in motivation to play softball in regard to the aspects of interest,
expertise, and decision making. However, there were differences at a statistically
significant level of 0.05 in regard to the aspects of challenge and standardized
criteria for evaluation.

2.2 Overall, softball players who differed in educational level did not
exhibit concomitant differences in their motivation in playing softball in regard
to the aspects of challenge, interests, decision making, and standardized
criteria of evaluation. However, there were differences at the statistically
significant level of 0.05 in regard to the aspect of expertise.

2.3 Overall, softball players with differences in their occupations did
not evince concomitant differences in their motivation to play softball in regard

to the aspects of interests, expertise, decision making, and standardized criteria
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of evaluation. However, there were differences in regard to the aspect of
chailenge at a statistically significant level of 0.05.

2.4"Overall, softball players with differenf:es in the number of times
they had competed evinced no concomitant differences in their motivation in
playing softball in the aspects of challenge, interests, expertise, and stahdardized
criteria of evaluation. However, ‘there were differences in the aspect of decision
making at a statistically significant level of 0.05.

2.5 Overall, softball players who differed in the experiénce they had
in competing at the national level concomitantly differed in their motivation
in playing softball and in the aspect of challenge at a statistically significant
level of 0.05. However, there were no differences» evinced in regard to the
aspects of interests, expertise, decision making and standardized criteria of

evaluation.
