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This thesis investigates the relationships between economic factors and
the quantity of prisoners held in the prisons of Thailand.

Relevant annual secondary time series data from the period between
1993 and 2007 were analyzed using the multiple regression equation and the
ordinary least squares (OLS) method.

In regard to economic factors, findings are as follows:

The gross domestic product (GDP) is inversely correlated with the
quantity of prisoners. The rate of inflation, the quantity of unemployed, the
consumer price index (CPT), and the price of gold are directly correlated with
the quantity of prisoners in Thailand.

The findings from this study could prove beneficial to those engaged
in refining governmental policies for reducing the outlay of expenditures for

operating prisons by means of preventing, suppressing and controlling crime.
