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The objectives of thesis study is to investigate Khon Kaen university students’ education loan fund
spending behavior in 2006, factors that influence the behavior, and the effectiveness of the spending.
Populations of the study were from 2 groups: 3,436 of undergraduate students and 35,387 of graduate students.
The samplings were 358 students from the first group and 396 graduate students from the second group.
Questionnaires were used in order to obtain the data as a research instrument. Moreover, SPSS/FW was
employed. The data were analyzed by the t-test, Pearson Correlation, Spearman Correlation and ANOVA. The
effectiveness of fund spending was analyzed by the DEA (Data Envelopment Analysis) software.

The findings revealed students were provided 44,952.15 baht loan per semester. The sampling spent
on the average 13,968.66 baht on education fees and additional education expenses. The majority of the living
was spending on food. Mostly debt payments were unpaid according to the study and students’ residences
{urban or rural areas) effect their fund spending. The student fund spending is different between student who
has been in debt and who does not have debt. Besides, GPA and income were relevant to the spending. Income
were relevant to the spending and the students’ living cost. And extra income affected the students’ living cost.

Furthermore, the study of Khon Kaen University students loan spending revealed that students spent

the education loan ineffectively.
