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This study was an attempt to understand Nietzsche’s critique of knowledge. It
began by tracing back to Plato’s Theory of Form. According to this theory, Form was
taken to be an indication of knowledge. It directed us to conceive an appearance as if
the metaphysical trait of Form determines our true knowledge. Nietzsche agreed with
Plato that Form directed the coming into being of knowledge. At the same time,
Nietzsche criticized this process by radically explicating its active and reactive
consequences.

This study referred to Kant’s moral philosophy in order to characterize
Nietzsche’s critique of moral imperative in Kant. This reference brought out
Nietzsche’s radicalization of Western metaphysics. It was the problem of value
resulting from will to power. This study demonstrated that will to power was the
fundamental procedure to characterize the negation of knowledge in Nietzsche. Will
to power also turned this negation into the overcoming of metaphysics.

The study textually elaborated Nietzsche’s radicalization of Western
metaphysics in the close reading of “On Truth and Lies in a Nonmoral Sense,” which
gave rise to the conclusion that the radicalization was nothing more or less than the
revaluation of value through will to power.
