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This thesis investigates the demographical characteristics of readers of
sexual arousing media. Also considered are the reception behaviors of the
rgaders under investigation and the methods of content presentation of sexual
arousing media in men’s magazines in the aspect of appropriateness to Thai
culture. |

The sample population coﬁsisted of 400 male and female residents in
thé Phaya Thai, Rathchathewi, and Min Buri districts of Bangkok Metroﬁolis.
The respondents were between the agés of twenty and sixty who had read
sexual arousing media in men’s magazines whose contents are designed to

foster sexual arousal.
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The instrument of research was a questionnaire.' The collected data
were analyzed by means of the s-test and F-test techniques.

Findihgs are as follows:

1. In regard to demographical chéracteristics, it was found that readers
who differed in age exhibited concomitant differences in their opinions toward
sexual afousing media in men’s magazines.

2. The majority of the readers read FHM, MAXIM, and GM. Each
month they read such magazines when they had nothing else to ‘do and they
read them when they had the opportunity to so for a period of between thirty
minutes and one hour. The majority of the readers most frequently viewed
sexual arbusing media at the 1e\;el of partially-clad models. Next in
descending order were at the levels of suggestive, nude, and demure,
respectively.

3. In regard to interest in sexual arousing media, it was found that most
frequently the readers under investigation manifested interest at the level of
being suggestive. Next in descending order were the levels of partially-clad,
demure, and nude, respectively.

4. In regard to the method of content presentation of sexual arousing
media, it was found that the majority of the readers were of the opinion that
sexual arousing media at the level of demure was most common nowadays.
Next in descending order was the suggestive level. Overall, the readers held
the view that the nude level was the most inappropriate level with the

partially-clad level being at the penultimate inappropriate level.
