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This thesis investigates the expression of opinion regarding the factors
involved in choosing to study in a special education p‘rogram»a't the bachelor’s
degree level in the Faculty of Education, Suan Dusit Rajabhat University.
Additionally considered are these opinions by reference to the variables of
educational level, academic achievement, and the criteria used as the basis
for choosing to follow this course of study.

The sample population consisted of 170 people wh(i were graduates
of or currently enrolled in the special education program at the Faculty of

Education, Suan Dusit Rajabhat University between the academic years 1997
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and 2007. Out of a research population of 300, the sample population of 170
was selected by applying the simple random sampling technique with the
fesulting sample having a relikability level of 95 perceﬁt;

The data were analyzed, formulated and tabulated through using the
Statistical Product and Service Solutions (SPSS) for Windows computer
program. The techniques of descriptive statistics used were percentage,
frequency, mean (X), and standard deviation (SD). T-test and one-way aﬁalysis
of variance (ANOVA) were employed to determine the values of differences.
Scheffé’s method was used in testing differences in pair comparisons. |

Findings are as follows:

1. In regard to opinions regarding the factors in choosing to study in the
special education program at a bachelor’s degree level in the Faculty of
Education, Suan Dusit Rajabhat University, opinions were expressed at a high
level in regard to six aspects. These aspects were the institution’s reputation,
the curriculum or field of study, the lecturers, social values, and personal
reasons. However, opinions in regard to the aspect of educational expenses
were expreésed at a moderate level.

2. The comparison of opinions regarding the factors in choosing to
study in the special education program in question shows that those who
differed in educational level exhibited no concomitant differences in the
factors in choosing to study in this program in the six aspects of the
institution’s reputation, the curriculum or field of study, the lecturers,

educational expenses, social values, and personal reasons.
