This study was a longitudinal design with repeated
.measures. The purposes of this study were to compare the
anxiety and body image disturbance in mastectomy patients
receiving chemotherapy. The conceptual framework for this
study was constructed based on Leventhal and Johnson’s
theory of self-regulation (1983).

The sample comprised 40 mastectomy patients
receiving chemotherapy at Srinagarind Hospital, Khon Kaen
University during the period between January 1994 to
September 1995.

The instruments used in this study were: The State
Anxety: Form X-I (Spielberger, et al., 1976), and Body
Image Questionaire of Ubol Jaungpanich (1993). The
frequency, percentage, means, standard deviation and
repeated measures analysis of variance were applied for
the analysis of data. The results of this study showed
that:

1. There were no significant differences in anxiety
in mastectomy patients receiving chemotherapy from the
first course to the sixth course. (F=1.27, P>0.05).

2. There were no significant differences in body
image disturbance in mastectomy patients receiving
chemotherapy from the first course to the sixth course.

(F=1.13, P>0.05).
