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The purposes of this study were : 1) to study the concept of the absolute Truth according
to Sankaracarya and Hegel, and 2) compare and contrast the concepts of both philosophy.

The results of the study signified that according to Sankardcarya, the absolute truth was
called Atman or Brahman. The state of the former was the essence or the center of all beings
while the later was the origin of everything in the universe. The Absolute was unchangable,
eternal, unconditioned and indescribable by human language. It’s state could not be attained by
intellect because it existed absolutely.

According to Hegel, the Absolute existed prior to the nature and human. There was _
anti-thesis in the Absolute, by which it could not stay in the same state, thus becoming others. So
the Absolute was not static but it kept on developing under the process of the dialectic. It was a
process more rather than a static state in everything.

The similarity of both concepts was that the Absolute was an origin of everything,
self-existent and eternal. Their differences were the state of absolute, the relationship between the

world and the Absolute, the ultimate goal and the position of the Absolute.
