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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this independent study \;vere to construct and investigate the
effectiveness of folk tale books to enhance reading skill of Prathom Suksa students, as well as
to study students opinions towards a folk tale books. The target group was 20 Prathom
Suksa 4 Karen students of Ban Mae Lid School, Mae Sariang District, Mae Hong Son
Province, during the second semester of the 2006 academic year. The instruments were
5 folk tale books, exercise, reading achievement test items, and the students’opinion
questionaires. Data wer;a analyzed by computing percentage, mean and standard deviation.

The finding of this study were as follows:

1. The 5 Karen Folk Tale Books to enhance reading skill for Prathom Suksa
students. The stories were presented in descriptive form with lined drawing illustrations.

2. The Folk Tale Books effectiveness was 76.30/71.50, which higher than the set
criteria of 70.00/70.00.

3. The students’ opinions towards Folk Tale Books were at good level.
