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The objective of this study was to construct pictorial tale book from Khrao So
literature called Nok Krajab and to use the book as complementary reading to Lanna
consisted of the literature for students in the grade level two (Prathom Suksa 4-6). The
instrument Lanna literature teachers’ attitude questionnaire, and the students’ attitude
questionnaire toward the constructed pictorial tale story books. The populations used in this
study to evaluate pictorial tale books attitude were twenty Lanna literature teachers and fifty

Prathom Suksa five students.

The findings were as follows:

1. The Lanna literature teachers’ attitude toward the constructed pictorial tale
book represented appropriateness of very good level.

2. Students’ attitude toward the constructed pictorial tale book was at very good

level.
