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The objectives of this study were to construct a pictorial poetry book based on the
dhamma tale entitled Kam Ka Dam, designed for students in grade level two (Prathom Suksa 4-6),
to evaluate the value of the pictorial poetry book and to study the opinions of teachers and
students towards the book. The tools used in the study comprise an evaluation from to assess
the accuracy of the content of Dhamma tale, the format and the value of the pictorial poetry
book and the opinions questionnaire for local literature teacher and students towards the
pictorial poetry book. The group for this study consisted three experts on development of
juvenile book, five experts to evaluate the value of the book fifteen local literature teachers
students in grade level two (Prathom Suksa 4-6) under the Chiang Mai Education Area 4 and
twenty —five students in grade level two education year 2006, at Wat Tha Pong school.

The findings were follows :

1. A pictorial poetry book based on the dhamma tale entitled Kam Ka Dam for
students in grade level two (Prathom Suksa 4-6). Size 21 x 29.5 centimeters, virtually plane
38 pages, font size 20 point. There is a beautiful pictorial cover of the book matching up

the title. The book is completely composed of cover page, title page, pice pages, body and

- rear Cover.

2. The experts on development of juvenile that the researcher has developed. In
terms of the quality of publishing the language and the illustration were assessed as very good.
Overall assessment of the book was graded as very good.

3. The local literature teachers corresponded with the opinions questionnaire for
their of a pictorial poetry book based on the dhamma tale entitled Kam Ka Dam. They graded
the quality of publishing and the content as very good. The teachers’ opinions toward the
overall aspects of the book was very good.

4. The opinion of students towards a pictorial poetry book based on the dhamma

tale entitled Kam Ka Dam was very good.
