The objectives of this study were to create electronic book about reading readiness
at risk of language deficiency and develop reading readiness of a student before and after
being taught by electronic book for a student at risk of language deficiency. The case study
is a 6 years old boy at risk of language deficiency, studying in kindergarten 2 of the academic
year 2007 at Wat Suan Dok School, Mueang District, Chiang Mai Province. The instruments
are composed of 6 electronic book, 5 lesson plans, reading behavioral observation form,
readiness test, interview and video records. The data were analyzed by using means and
percentage. The findings indicated that the readiness of the case was developed, higher than

before taught through electronic book at percentage 76 in the average level.
