The purpose of this independent study was to create a big book for a student with an
Educable Mentally Retardation and study word reading ability of the student with an Educable

Mentally Retardation before and after using the big book.

The case study was a 10 year old female Prathom Suksa 2 student with an Educable
Mentally Retardation, Wat Suandok School, Mueang Chiang Mai District in the second semester

of the academic year 2006.

The instruments are composed of one big book, lesson plans, interview forms,
learning behavior evaluation records, VDO records and word reading ability pre/post test.
Data were analyzed by description and percentage.

The findings of this study were as follows :

1. The Big Book with lesson plans created by the researcher were favored by

the targeted student.
2. The reading ability of the Prathom Suksa 2 student with an Educable Mentally

Retardation after using the big book was in good level.

3. The reading ability of the student after using the big book was higher than

before at 72.50 percent.
