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The objectives of this study are (1) to study the historical development of Vietnamese
Ideological education before 1975; (2) to study the continuing and changing of the construction of
Vietnam national Ideology through compulsory education between 1975-2003; and (3) to study
how compulsory schooling process effect to Vietnamese National Identity. The reason to study
education at primary school level is that primary education has the greatest impact on the people
due to its regulation.

The findings reveal that Vietnamese Education had been influenced by the dominant
Ideology in each period, i.e. Confucianism was the dominant Ideology in Traditional Education.
Nationalism had been developed in the colonial period as well as in the revolutionary period.
Education was used as a machanism to transmit the national conciousness and political doctrine.
The Ideological education not only played roles in ideological hegemony but also created the
oppositional ideology through people. The struggle for national independence leaded by the
revolutionary groups was the result of the education they received.

After the two Vietnams reunification, The new meaning of “Vietnamese Nation” had
transmitted to people through various kinds of technologies of power throughout the country on

the process of Nation-building .The education system Vietnamese ideology, the Marxism-

Leninism and the Nationalism, is transmitted through compulsory education via (1) the state
curriculum (2) school activities and (3) school textbook

The study can divide in to two periods, Firstly,The third education reform in 1976 -1999
curriculumn and Secoundly, the 2000 -2003 curriculumn. It is found that the national ideology
that Vietnamese government comstruct through both groups of schooling process was The
socialist Ideology, the National conciousness and the concept of morality.

During The Socialist revolution period, Vietnamese education system played a
significant role in Marxisism- leninisism hegeminization as well as Vietnamese identities
transmission. The fraternal character of the national history, national heroes and culture. By the
steadfast belief in the steps to progress on the “ socialist” path, and in the Party’s leadership that
will take nation to prosperity.

In 1986, the national policy has changed to industrialization and modernization. The
increasing reliance on assistance from international organizations and western countries. Under
the new policy, Vietnamese education had to adjust their process of national ideology
transmission. The new curriculumn and textbooks still keep reproduce Marxisism- leninisism and

Nationalism Ideology, however, in the more relaxation.
