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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to create and use the reading skill exercises for students
with learning disabilities (LD) Prathom Suksa 1. The target was 5 students with‘LD of inclusive
school in Uttaradit who received the supplementary reading skill service at Special Education
Center Uttaradit Province in the second semester of 2006 academic year.

Data were statistically analyzed by using standard deviation and description. The
instruments are composed of Individualized Education Program (IEP), Individual Implementation
Plans (IIP), reading skill exercises for learning disabilities ; consonant, vowel, tonal mark and
word reading, reading achievement test and reading behavior observati_on forms.

The findings indicated that the reading skill exercises for learniﬁg disabilities Prathom

Suksa 1 Students that had been created in this study could help the students to develop their
reading skill.
