The purpose of this study were to construct exercises for the reading and writing
of a final consonant of a word for hilltribe students and to test their efficacy. The subjects
were 20 in Mathayom Suksa 1 at Santisuk school attached to Chiang Mai Educational
Area 4. The instruments consisted of exercises for the reading and writing of a final
consonant of a word for hilltribe students and achievement tests. The analysis of the exercises
was based on the standard criteria of 80/80. The result showed that the efficacy of these
