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The purposes of this research were to construct the inventory for some desirable

characteristics of students in the second level, to determine the quality of the inventory as well as
set up norm, and to write a manual of using the created inventory. The subjects of this study were
" students in the second level (Prathom Suksa 4 to Prathom Suksa 6) of the nztwork schools
atiached to the office of Private Education, Mucang Chiang Mai district. This subjects were
divided into two groups. The first group involved 739 students obtained by simple random
sampling, underwent the trial to find the quality of the inventory together with the setting up of
norm. The sccond group, included 100 students obtained by purposive sampling, underwent the
trial to find the rater agreement index in which the studenis had to perform self-assessment, and
undergo the assessment carried out by their teachers, parents and closed friends. The data thus
obtained were analyzed by computer to calculate the discrimination of each individual item

factor analysis and reliability vsing alpha coefficient. The results of the study were as follows:
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1. The investigator had constructed the inventory for five desirable characteristics of
students in the second level by using 4-measure rating scales, which had been tested for quality
totaling 72 items, comprising 14 items for measuring human relationship aspect, 15 items for
team work, 14 items for being gentleness and respectful, 14 items for environment conservation
and 15 items for the conservation of local traditions and culture.

2. The quality of the assessment form was as follows:

2.1 Content validity has passed the judgement of experts with IOC value ranged
from .78 to 1.00

2.2 Individual item discrimination of the 72 item has passed t-test with statistical
significance of .01 and over.

2.3 Construct validity was obtained by factor analysis and taking into account
only those with factor loading from .30 upwards in each aspect of the same factor. Is was found
that there were total 72 items which the factor loading ranged from .38 to .69

2.4 The reliability of this inventory on each aspect and ail aspects were .80, .84,
.82, .80, .83 and .95 respectively.

2.5 The rater agreement index (RAI) of each aspect and as a whole revealed that
it was high agreement between the 4 raters with the RAI ranged from .64 to .96

3. The nomm of the inventory for five desirable characteristics of students in the
second level provided by students self assessment showed in the form of normalized T-score. The
normalized T-score ranged from 18-82 out of the total of 288 with the averagc of for 221.70 and
standard deviation of 30.87. The normalized T-score Prathom 4, 5 and 6 , were ranging from
20-79 out of the total of 288 with the average of 224.11, 222.49 and 216.63 respectively with
standard deviation of 26.77, 25.66 and 22.52 respectively.

4. The manual of the inventory consists of the objectives of the inventory, the
definition of desirable characteristics, the features of the inventory, quality of the inventory, how

to score and how to do the interpretation and presentation of the norm.
