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This thesis delineates the demographical characteristics of selected
Bangkokians viewing Thai movies. Investigated are the factors of Thai movie
contents, performers, and directors as they affect the viewing of these movies
on the part of the Bangkokians under study in this thesis.

The seimple population consisted of 400 Thai movie goers. The
instrument of research was a questionnaire.

The data were analyzed, formulated and tabulated using techniques of
descriptive statistics, namely, percentage, mean and standard deviation.
Addiﬁonally, the t-test and F-test were also employed for tesﬁng purposes.

Findings are as follows:
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The demographical characteristics of gender, age, marital status,
occupation, educational level,"and income were not correlated with
concomitant differences in the viewing of Thai movies on the part of the
subjects under investigation.

A plurality of the sample population (152 or 38.0 percent) viewed six
to eight Thai movies annually. One hundred eighty-eight respondents (47.0
percent) viewed Thai movies for the purposes of obtaining new knowledge.
One hundred-seventy three respondents (43.3 percent) went to see the movies
on special holidays. One hundred ten respondents (27.5 percent) went to see
movies in the evening (15.01-18.00 hours). One hundred thirty-eight
respondents (34.5 percent) selected venues of movies in the vicinity of where
they worked or studied. One hundred twenty-five respondents (31.3 percent)
viewed movies with whoevef was available on particular occasions.

The subjects of investigation overall viewed the affects of the contents
of Thai movies to be at a moderate level. It was found that the movies falling
under the rubric of horror were viewed at the highest level. Next in order of
importance were movies falling under the rubrics of humor and those based
on famous novels.

Thai movie performers were overall rated at a high level in regard to
the viewing of movies. It was found that the highest mean was in regard to
male leading performers. Next in order of importance was the reputation of
malerperformers and the leading female performers, respectively.

Overall, directors were rated at a moderate level in regard to the
viewing of these movies. At the highest level male directors affected the
viewing of movies. Next in order of importance were the previous work of the
directors being looked upon askance, and performers changing roles by

becoming directors.
