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This content analysis and survey research aimed to study; 1) the ratio
of books of category books in Ramkhémhaeng University Library 2) the
frequency of circulated books 3) the groups of users who borrowed the books
from library according to content of books in INNOPAC Program between
2005-2007. The data were taken from circulation service and analyzed the
circulated books according to Library of Congress Classification System. For
the users, they were analyzed by the groups of them. The techniques of
statistics used in the analysis was percentage.

Finding were as follows ::

1. In 2005-2007 they were 201,045 books in Ramkhamhaeng
University Library. The most ratio of books were 45,093 books in H class
(social science) (22.4%). The second was 23,631 books in P class (language
and literature) (11.9%) and the third was 21,157 books in Q class (science)

(10.5%).
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2. The most books in H class (social science) were borrowed 85,889
times (24.1%). The second, the books in K class (law) were borrowed 48,109
times (13.5%). The thrid, the books in Q class (Science) were borrowed
46,378 times (13.0%). The least, the books in V class (naval science) were
borrowed 15 times (0.0%).

3. The results of number of service users and number of books in use
were found that,

- The group of instructors: the most was 3,368 persons (32.5%) at the
Faculty of Education. The second was 2,700 persons (26.1%) at the Faculty of
Science. The third was 1,661 persons (26.1%) at the Faculty of Humanities.

- The group of staff: government employees, permanent employees,
temporary employees and annually employees; the most was 9,200 library staff
(44.3%). The second was 2,852 staffs at the Office of the Rector (13.8%). The
third was 1,211 staffs at the Faculty of Science (5.8%).

- The group of students in Bachelor’s Degree; the most of them was
93,093 students at the Faculty of Law (25.9%). The second was 76,884 students
at the Faculty of Science (21.4%). The third was 53,502 students at the Faculty of
Humanities (14.9%).

- The group of students in Master Degree; the most of them was 28,710
students at the Faculty of Business Administration (27.0%). The second was
21,120 students at the Faculty of Humanities (19.8%). The third was 20,858

students at the Faculty of Education (19.6%).

- The group of students in Doctorate Degree; the most of them was 5,230
persons at the Huamark campus, Bangkok (93.0%). The second was 106 persons
at the regional campus in Khon Kaen (1.9%) and the third was 103 persons at

the Institute of International Studied (1.8%).
