The objectives of this research were to study and comi)are the teaching
profession between the Federal Republic of Germany and Thailand at present in 3
aspects : a teacher education system and reforms of teacher education, entering into
the teaching profession, and teachers’ working conditions and teacher development.
The information was gathered from various sources such as books, textbooks,
country reports, articles, news, and printed materials from internet websites. The
profession’s information of the two countries was then synthesized and
comparatively analyzed. The research results could be summarized as follows.

1. The results of a comparison of the profession between Germany and
Thailand in all aspects, in general, were mostly different. The aspect of entering into
the profession was the most different, and the working conditions and teacher
development were at the second.

2. When compared by each aspect, the results of a comparison of the teacher
education system and reforms of teacher education, in general, were different in 5
issues : causes of teacher education reforms, a process of the reform, a curriculum
structure, an educational evaluation, and general conditions. The other 5 issues were
both the same and different.

For the results of a comparison of entering into the profession were mostly
different in the following issues: selection, educational degrees, the age of new
teachers, a trial period, a salary rate, a salary promotion, an academic position rate,
other compensation, general conditions, and characteristics of teachers’
organizations.

For the results of a comparison of the working conditions and teacher
development, in general, were different in 7 issues : average teaching hours, a class
size, duties and responsibilities, school leaves, performance evaluation, the condition
of problems, and methods for teacher development. The other 6 issues were both the

same and different.
